➢ No Change to Junior College (JC) Admission Criteria

➢ A-Level curriculum to be revised
•From 2026, only 3 H2 content-based subjects will count towards the University Admission Score 
(UAS) by default. Fourth content-based subject included only if it improves score.

•No more mid-year exams for JCs and Millennia Institute progressively, starting with the cohort 
entering in 2024.

•Project Work will be a Pass/Fail subject.

•From 2024, all JC1 students will be required to study General Paper (GP), which will be delinked 
from Knowledge & Inquiry (KI).

•KI remains a H2 contrasting subject for both Arts and Science.
